3. The first Parliamentary Genem! Elections held in Trinidad
and Tobago since the Country attained independent status were
conducted on 7th Novembet, 1966. '

V. Covemor-General’s Proclamation .and Order

6. On the 24th August, 1966, the Govemor-General of Trinidad

and Tobago issued Proclamation No. 9 of 1966 dissolving Padia-
ment with effect from the 25th August, 1966. :

7. On the 25th August, 1966, by Otder No. 10 of 1966, the Gov-
ernor-General directed that an electoral tegistration be cenducted
in all electoral districts, and fixed ths date of commencement of
the electoral 1égistration as the 26th August, 1966, and the Sth
September, 1966, as-the dny when the Preliminary Lists of Elec-
lors were to be published. ) . - i .

12. The preliminary lists of electors showing a total 0f.398,229
getsons were published as required on Sth September, 1966, and

om that day the public began to-display considerable interest in
the:pending ‘elections. .Applications for registration, re-registra-
tion _and changes of addiesses were received from a considerable

. numbes of electors and the fact that thousands of registrants had
“changed their addtesses during the years 1961 to. 1966 without

notifying the Registration Officers concerned now came .to light.

‘Representatives of political parties complained to the Elections

Commission, of ‘the difficulties “being “experienced: by potential -

electors’ at various registration offices which were attended by
large crowds, - .

-13.: "By the 10fh -Septembe,t.‘ 1966, that is, the fifth day after the

posting up of the preliminary~lists, it became manifest that the
exercise Could not be completed within the ten-day period as te-
quired by law. . An’extension of the statutory period was accord-
ingly sought.. .Cabinet gave consideration to. the Commission’s
proposals, and an. apptopriate amendment ‘to the Registration
Rules was made by the Governot-General under the powers con-
ferred on him by section 159 (1) of the Representation of the Peo-
glee Otdinance, '1961. The full effect of this extension of time can
seen: from an ‘examination of Appendix 11. In spite of the ex-
tended: time, there was a ‘last minute’ rush to témporary registra-
tion offices and on':the. 20th ‘Septembet, the closin te for fe
tration, these offices.were swamped hy thohs_ands,{:c‘;f;fi‘
seeking to be registeréd.”

‘theselists in  an attenipt to make them as accutate as possible,
Very few' claims: and -objections ware rec#ived ?K Registration

Officers, and accordifigly the Central Electoral-QOffice proceede
to undestake the preparation of the Revised Lists.:. - o

X. Reviséd Lists

16. There was considerable delay before the preparation of the
revised lists could be commenced principally because of the
amount of checking that was necessary to esta‘{ﬂish the accuracy
of the information’ on charges of tesidente given by electors.
Most of the notifications of changes of addiesses had been receiv-
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ed by the Registration Offjcers either on the 19th or 20th Septem-
ber, 1966, and as the checking processes in the field wete indis-

ensable pre-requisites to the tzansferring of the record cards
between tesistration offices throughout the Country, those investi-
§anons had te be completed before the lists cocald be posted,
Then, too, there were reports made to the Commission that-persons
were attempting (o be tegistered in areas in which they did not
nomally reside for the purpose of improving the voling potential

of-a particulas party in certain consttuencies. Cowplaints of this

Sott compeiled the Commission ta increase the force of Temporary
Area Inspectors to 220.

17.  The Commission therefore had to ditect its attention to the
tate of production of tevised lists Leadng in mind that the entite
exercise had to be completed in feventeen days’ time. The print-
ing facilities at the Central Electoral Office beiag inadequate, the
assiztance of other Govemment Agéncies and private organiza-
tions was obtained, The offset printing divisions of the Govern-
ment Printery, Colonial- Life Insuzence Company, Port- of-Spain

City Council, and British West Indian Airways Limited wete utiliz- .

ed, and typists from several Goverament Ministries and Depart -
ments.were employed, . ’

18. On completion, ‘the Revised Lists of electors camied a {otal |

of 459,83¢9 naees, an increase of 81,328 over the 1961 figuace of
378,511.

on: the 22nd, September, 1966, at which time they were advised of

This was done under the supervision of technicians of the Shoup
Voting Machine Corporation of the United States of America, Manu+’
facturers of the Machines.

'XVIL Preparation of Machines for Election

. - .26 In accotdance with the requirements of Election Rule~’24.‘

-paragraphs (1) and (2), the trained custodians, on-the direction of
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the Elections Commission, completed the preparation of the voting
machines for use at the election.

27. As provided by Yamgtaph 3 of Election Rule 24, the Elec-
tions Commission, by letter issued on 26th October, 1966, caused

.notice to be given to the Secretary of each olitical party having

candidates to be voted for at the election and to each independent
candidate concemed, that Wednesday, 2nd November, 1966, at the
hour of nine o’clock in the forenoon, at the Voting Machine Ware-
house, Golden Grove Prisons, Atouca, had heen fixed as the date
and time when and the nlace where the voting machines to be used
at the Parliamentary General Elections to be held on Monda , 7th
November, 1966, could be viewed by one representative of each
such political parg, and every such’ candidaie or his tenresenta-
tive, who was entitled to be present and to observe that the voting
Machines had been properly prepated fne voting .and wete in nproper
condition and order for use at the election.

28. As a result of tepresentations made by nolitical parties to
increase the number of their representatives who might view the
machines, the Commission agreed to nermit six renresentatives of
cach political party to be present and view the machines on fhe
appointed day.. On the 2nd November, 1966, representatives of
political parties and independent candidates iwere present at the
oting Machine Warehouse snd were rermitted to view the voting
machines in the manner prescribed by Election Rule 24.

XYI 1. Postal Voters .

29. At the request of the Commission, and with the co-operation
of the Postal Depantment, a special courier service was estah-
lished to facilitate the collection and distiibution of covering en-
velopes containing pustal ballots. i

30. Applications to vote by post were received from members of
the Police Force, Special Reserve Police Force, Estate. Police
Establishment, Trinidad and Tobago Defence Forces, patients from
ublic hospitals and institutions as well asg from eiection. officers,
n some instances, however, Retuming Officers experienced diffi-
cully in dealing with such applications especially in cases where
Registration Recoed Numbers were not stated, and exhaustive
searci: became necessary to trace ‘the names of applicants on the
lists of electors. .

XIX.  Deliver of Voting Machines to Polling Stativas

31 During the period 3td to 6th Novem her, 1966, unde: the direct
supervision of the Commission, nine hundred and ninety-one (99]1)
voling machines were despatched under Police escori from the
Warchouse to the various nolling stations throughout Trinidad aud
Tobago, and thereafter placed under security,

32; In the course of transportation, there were two mishaps. At
Besson Strcet, Port-of-Spain, eight machines fell from a truck to
the ground and were damaged. In the other instance, one machine
fell from a truck' at Chaguanas, All of these machines were im-
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mediately returned to the Warehouse, and replaced by others. )
XX.  Presiding Officers, Poll Clerks and Machine Attendants

33. Presiding Officers, Poll Clerks and Machine Attendants were
ag ointed on the recommendation of Retuming Officers. As many
of:‘these officers had no. previous experience in election duties an

‘extensive training programme ‘became necessary. Copies. of an in-

structional booklet and & voting machine manual were given to
each person. Lectures on the specific duties each person was re-

. quired to getfotm were given by the Acting Chief Election Officet,
1

enior Officers of the Central' Electoral Office and by Retumin
Officers. In addition, lecture demonstration sessions were hel
at the following centres ;= : : 5 :

34, Even before the hout fixed by law for the commencement of the
poll on Election Day, ‘complaints began to_flow into the Centx | Elec-
toral Office. These reports for the most part related to the jnahility of
some Presiding Officers to set.yp.the units for voting, The'services of
twained personnel ‘whom-the Commission had. teviously appointed-to
perfom itinerant custodian: duties-throughout Trinidad and Tobago were
immediately brought into use. .Ii:addition, Membets of the Commission

“travelled  in radio-equipped police cars in the vadous electoral districts

for which by arangement they were responsible; to-ensure that com-
plaints would receive immadiate’ attention. It should be noted that in a
special bxoadmst_ on the ev:ning of the 4th November, 1966, the Chair-
man of the Commission had given.nétice to the public of the proposed
itinerary of the Members of the Commission on Po. ing Day, .

35. At the Central Flectoral Office there was a panel of twelve (12)
officers working altemately on six (6) telephones to receive reports and
despatch custodians to centtes from which complaints weze made,

36. Within the first half-hour of the schedule time for the opening
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of the polls, numerous reports weie teceived that there were delays
in the opening of scme olling stations, that sone voting machines
were not functioning anc’lj that certain Presiding Officers had broken
the front door keys of voting machines, Custodians detailed to in-
vestigate these complaints teported that the situation was bein
- exapgerated, and thal in fact enly a few of the cases tequi:es
technical - assistance, In other cases custodizns ‘were unable to
render effective assistance, and 5o the machines were withdrawn
fom use and replaced, In other zases, electors were directed to
cast their votes on . another machine in the same polling station,
37. In spite of carefyl planning, there were delays in operation
in’ certain polling stations. Some stations did not commence busi-
ness until long after six o’clock in the motning, and in a couple
of cases not until the aftemoon. Ope reason for these delavs was
t.2 omission from the lists of the nomes of some electors claiming
to be qualified to vote. In cases of this sort the Returning Officer

46. On the 11th November, 1966, an application ‘in writing, made
under the provision of Election Rule (92) (1) (a) of the Represent-
ation of the People Ordinance, 1961, was submitted to the Com
mission on behalf of Mr. Stephen Maharaj, a candiddte for the
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electoral district of Princes Town, for a check of the tesults of
the poll for that electoral district. Accompanving the spplication
was evidence that the sum ot tifty dollars had been dulv deposited
as security for costs as required by Election Rule 92 (1) (b).

47. The Commission appointed the Voting Machine Warehouse,
Golden Grove Prisons, as tae place, and Thursday, 17th November,
1966, at 2.00 p.m., as the time when the tequested check would be
catried out, and gave due notice of this to the Retuminy Cfficer of
the electoral district concerned, and to each of the candidates
voted for at the election, and invited each candidate to be present
in person oz by his duly authorised representative,

48. At the place and time appointed for the check Me. Maharaj
was ptesent gut when the prescribed procedute for checking the
1ssults was explained to him he refnced to attend the check and
left. Mevertheless, the check was carried oul by the Commission
an‘lcll showed that there was no reason to alter the r2sults of the
poll,

49.  As there were no claims for costs in relation to the check,

51. The capital expenditure was incurred largely in the purchase
of equipment for modernising and impeoving the existing method
of producing lists of electors and for the purchase of vehicies kept
under the conlrol of the Police Departrent which allowed for the

+ desired mobility of the Commissioners, Seniot Admiristrative Offi-

cers of the Department and Voting Machine (_::xstoJians.

52, An analysis of the details of expenditure showed that there
was an increase of one hundred and ninety-twa thousand, one hun-
dred -and five dollacs (3192,105,00) in 1965 over the sun expeaded
in 1961, This was due {0 the increase in ihe number of election
officers, to the higher rates of salary and wages, and to the ip-
creased chazges for maiatenance paid in 1966. o
